Influenza-Associated Hospitalizations

This week 433 influenza-associated
hospitalizations were reported by 45
hospitals. The cumulative hospitalization rate
is 57.5 per 100,000. In the current flu season,
there have been 2921 influenza-associated
hospitalizations.

This week, 24 influenza-associated deaths
were reported; however, 5 deaths occurred

during previous weeks. The cumulative
mortality rate is 1.1 per 100,000. In the
current flu season, there have been 58
influenza-associated deaths.
