A total of 40 influenza cases (39 positive rapid antigen detection
tests; 1 lab-confirmed test) were reported from 15 counties
representing all four DHEC Public Health regions. Influenza A
was most frequently reported by clinical labs. Compared to the
previous week, the number of reported influenza cases
decreased by 6 (13.0%) cases. In the current flu season, there
have been 135,677 influenza cases (132,085 positive rapid
antigen detection tests; 3,592 lab-confirmed tests) reported.

This week 7 influenza-associated hospitalizations were reported
by 23 hospitals. The cumulative hospitalization rate is 91.4 per
100,000. There were 0 laboratory-confirmed influenza-associated
deaths reported this week. The cumulative mortality rate is 5.9
per 100,000. Compared to the previous week, the number of
reported hospitalizations increased by 4 (>100%) and deaths
remained the same. In the current flu season, there have been
4,536 influenza-associated hospitalizations and 292 influenza-
associated deaths reported.

ili Influenza-Like lliness Surveillance
The percent of patient visits to sentinel providers for an
influenza-like illness (ILI) was 1.48%, which is below South
Carolina’s baseline (3.13%). Compared to the previous week, this
is an increase of 1.09%.
