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History of SNAC

The United Stated Department of Agriculture, Food and Nutrition Service Regional Office was charged with
establishinga new SNAC (or similar council) in States with a high obesity rate, to align nutrition and obesity
prevention activities across programs.

What is SNAC?

SNAC is a collaboration of state agencies and nonprofits organizations that implement USDA programs. Together
these organizations reach underserved people throughout theirlife span, from pregnancy through aging,
providing food benefits, nutrition educationand obesity prevention services and resources.

What is the Purpose of SNAC?

SNACs were established to maximize nutrition education efforts and improve coordination and cooperation
amongthe state agencies, FNS nutrition assistance programs, publichealth agencies,and EFNEP. SNAC plans
focus on one or more common goals, promote collaboration, and use integrated approachesto connect efforts
